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NBA members turned out in near record numbers for the 75th edition of the Nebraska 
Broadcasters Association convention held at the La Vista Embassy Suites August 12-13.   
The numbers reflected a 10% increase over the 2008 convention.  Not bad, with the economy 
as it is right now. 
 
The conference opened Wednesday afternoon with the Annual Meeting (see separate article) 
followed by the 38th Annual Hall of Fame Banquet, which was one of the highlights of the 
entire convention.   Dave Hamer,  retired photojournalist from KMTV, WOWT and KETV, 
Omaha and Dr. Lee Thomas, former programmer at KLMS, KFMQ and KLDZ in Lincoln, and 
now Associate Professor of Communications at Doane College were inducted into the NBA 
Hall of Fame.    The evening also included an appearance and remarks from Governor Dave 
Heineman,  who also presented a Governor’s proclamation recognizing the 75 year history of 
the NBA. 
 
Thursday’s opening breakfast session featured NBA favorite Carr Hagerman , who spoke 
about innovation in today’s business climate.  His usual high energy delivery was just what the 
doctor ordered to start a full day of sales, programming and management training. 
 
Three concurrent sessions began at 9am.   Sales Trainer Chris Lytle opened the sales 
sessions with a great session that played to a packed house.  Chris received comments like, 
“he was awesome”, “very strong”, “session was fun, informative & MOTIVATING”, “one of the 
best!”. 

 
Kipper McGee,  former Program Director at WLS, 
Chicago and many other well-known stations, was very 
well received with his insights on the future of radio.  
Attendees liked having the option of a programming 
session, however hopefully more programming people 
will attend these kinds of sessions in the future. 
 
The Legal Workshop included special guest, Roy 
Stewart , Senior Deputy Bureau Chief of the FCC’s 
Media Bureau, who addressed many of the issues 
before the Commission, as well as his impressions of 
how the new Commission’s make up will be moving 
forward.   He was joined by moderator John Wells 
King,  Garvey Shubert Barer, Washington, DC. and 
Gregg Skall,  Womble-Carlyle. 
 
Another morning session dealt with news writing and 

was conducted by UNL School of Journalism and Mass Communications Associate Professor, 
Barney McCoy.  His topic included “Deadly Broadcast Copy Sins and How to Avoid them”. 
 
The Society of Broadcast Engineers held their meeting at 
the hotel with a daylong series of presentations, and was

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NAB Executive VP-Radio, John David, 
keynoting the Convention Luncheon 
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well attended.   Jim Ocon , director of Engineering from Gray Television, presented a demonstration on mobile television 
via cell and mobile devices. 
 
The Thursday luncheon included a presentation of a Chairman’s Award to Jamie Moore,  United Way of the Midlands.   
Moore was instrumental in forming the Omaha DTV Coalition thru the 2-1-1 exchange, and helped television stations in 
the Omaha area direct calls to the 2-1-1 number for viewer assistance during the DTV transition.    Over 8,000 calls were 
received by the 2-1-1 system.    She helped organize groups of volunteers who went to viewers’ homes to trouble-shoot 
and install DTV converters. 
 
Larry Patrick,  President of Patrick Communications addressed the luncheon regarding the need to be a contributor to 
NABPAC,  the NAB’s lobbying political action committee.    The keynote address was delivered by John David, NAB 
Executive Vice-President- Radio.   John’s address talked about all that the NAB is doing to assist its member stations for 
both radio and television, and he expressed his gratitude that so many Nebraska broadcasters had worked hard to get all 
five of the Congressional members on board as co-sponsors for the Local Radio Freedom Act, which opposes the 
Performance Tax.    He also gave some good barbs regarding his friend and former colleague, Charlie Tuna,  who also 
attended the luncheon with members of his family. 
 
The luncheon also featured a Historical Video of the 75 Year History of the NBA, which was written and co-produced by 
Dr. Larry Walklin and Karen Walklin .    A companion booklet is available to anyone who requests one from the NBA 
office.    The video explained the genesis of the NBA in 1934 and featured an interview with founding Chairman Dietrich 
Dirks. 
 
Afternoon sessions kept the convention busy.   A great production and copywriting seminar was conducted by Chris 
Coyle,  from the Famous Radio Ranch, providing “specific workable tips”, according to one attendee. 
 
Adam Wagler,  lecturer with the University of Nebraska-Lincoln’s College of Journalism and Mass  Communications 
presented on Media Website Development  and Kennon Williams , President of Noll & Associations addressed 
Convergence Sales.  One attendee mentioned that in 10 years, it was the best session he had ever attended.   Power 
point of William’s session is available through the NBA office. 
 
What is hoped will be an ongoing sales session topic in future conventions is to have an expert in a specific business 
category present on their specialty.   In the past, the convention has had speakers on the automotive industry, but this 
year, Monica Wurstle held a session on Medical Marketing and how to sell to this growing, important advertising 
category. 
 
An EEO Workshop rounded out the daylong sessions with attorney Gregg Skall  and Broadcast 1 Source’s Lisa Fields.     

Those who attended this session received certificates which garnered a full EEO 
credit. 
 
The 75th Anniversary Awards of Excellence Banquet put the finishing touches on 
a very successful convention.    Guest hosts for this event were NBA Hall of 
Famer and nationally-known radio personality, Charlie Tuna,  who got his start 
in broadcasting at KGFW in Kearney, and 2008-2009 Miss Nebraska, Gretchen 
Bergquist , who handed out the plaques.    Major General Tim Kadavy , head of 
the Nebraska Army National Guard also addressed the banquet.    We wish 
General Kadavy well, as he is transferring to Washington, DC. 
 
The Awards Banquet concluded with a rousing performance by The Capitol 
Steps,  Washington, DC-based political humor ensemble that had the crowd 

roaring with laughter.   It was a long evening, however, and some folks had to leave early and missed the great 
entertainment. 
 
Comments about this year’s convention were extremely favorable.   “This was without a doubt, the BEST convention I’ve 
been to since my first one 20 years ago,”  said one attendee.   “The facilities…food…everything, was the best ever….and 
it speaks volumes about our association, since this happened in such a ‘tough’ economy”, said another. 
 
The 2010 convention is scheduled to return to the Embassy Suites in Lincoln, but by all reports, the Las Vista Embassy 
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Burt Street Individuals provided great jazz 
sounds for Awards Dinner 
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Suites rated four stars as a great facility, and no doubt, the NBA convention will return there again. 
 
Convention planning for next year is already underway, and the convention committee solicits your input as they prepare 
for next year’s 76th edition.
